Quincy
Latimore also delivered an extra-base hit with a double. Wilson Ortiz
pitched 3.1 scorless innings to keep in close the middle innings, and Yoffri
Martinez coninued his streak of seven innings wihout an earned run.
-KELLY RETURNS TO STARTING: Righty Ryan Kelly takes the mound for his
first start in ten days. Kelly backed up Kyle McPherson on Thursday in
Auburn, and followed McPherson’s six innings with three of his own to pick
up his first save of the year. McPherson will do the same for Kelly tonight,
coming  in at a later point in the game.
