-GOING BACK TO BROOKLYN: The Spikes start a three-game series on
Coney Island with the Brooklyn Cyclones tonight. It is the first time the
Spikes have been in Brooklyn since 2006. The Cyclones lead the all-time
series 4-2, but the Spikes took two of three games in the 2006 series at
KeySpan Park.
-LAST NIGHT: Cole White and Andy Vasquez each exteneded their hit
streaks at the top of the order, but the Spikes fell to Hudson Valley, 8-3. The
Renegades’ win gave them their first series sweep of  the Spikes. Hudson
Valley’s John Mollicone collected three hits to set a new Medlar Field at
Lubrano Park record for hits in a series by a Spikes opponent. Calvin
Anderson went 2-for-4 with a double. Silvio Pena also had two hits for the
Spikes.
-KELLY TAKING MOUND FOR SPIKES: Ryan Kelly will get the ball tonight for
the Spikes. The right-hander is 0-1 with one save on the year, and a 6.91
ERA. Kelly makes his fourth start, and fifth overall appearance, in 2008.  In
his last start, Kelly went 3.1 innings against Oneonta, allowing five runs on
eight hits, with five hits coming to start off the second inning.  Kelly leads
the Spikes’ staff in eliciting ground ball double plays with three this year.
-HOLT ON THE HILL FOR BROOKLYN: Bradley Holt takes the mound for the
Cyclones. The right-hander has made four starts in 2008, with 20 strikeouts
to eight walks in 16 innings. Holt has allowed a .158 batting average to his
opponents this year. Holt, the Mets’ choice in the first compensation round
of this year’s draft, has made two starts of five innings, but has not made it
into the fifth in the other two.
-ONE SLIDE TO STOP TONIGHT: Brooklyn carries a four-game losing streak
into tonight’s game, while State College has dropped six straight.
-SPIKES DO WORK IN THE FIELD: State College has walked the second-least
batters in the NYPL, while striking out the least amount of hitters.
